                                       TRASH PICKUP REMINDER

Whenever there is a holiday before our regularly scheduled trash pickup, such as New Year's Day this week, the pickup day is postponed one day. So, trash will be picked up on Friday, Jan 4th this week. This policy has been in effect for several years. Other holidays, such as Martin Luther King Day, 4th of July, etc., the same postponement will be made. Please make a note so your trash is not out for two days before pickup. I have seen crows really working over the exposed trash, scattering it about the area, which I believe all can agree is not desirable. 

 

                                           SNOW REMOVAL

Current policy is to check the amount of snow in our area early in the morning, about 0500. If there is more than 3", we call for plowing. In instances where there has been wind and drifting, we may call if we feel removal is warrented, even though the amount of snow is less than 3". 

 

                                              PARKING

The SMTOA Rules and Regulations specify that cars be parked in driveways in instances where owners have more than 2 cars. Our expectation is that garages will be sufficiently free of storage so that 2 cars can be parked within the garage. Third cars belonging to occupants of a unit, and are regularly parked in guest parking, require a permit from SMTOA, granted after proper request to Z&R. The visitor's parking areas are not to be used for parking additional cars. If units have visitors for more than 2 weeks, than a permit is required. Please note that whenever snow removal is required, if the driveways are to be cleared by using plows, than the driveway will not be cleared if a car isparked there. The possibility of damage to cars parked in driveways prohibits this action. We will request Z&R require hand removal in those instances where cars are parked in driveways and snow needs to be removed. Likewise, extra cars parked in visitors lots cannot have snow removed with plows due to possible damage, again requiring hand removal.
