If you have one of these GE will provide a free repair, a $150 rebate toward the purchase of a new GE
dishwasher, or a $300 rebate towards the purchase of a new GE Profile or GE Monogram dishwasher.

The Gazette headline on May 17, 2007 reads: Wet Winter a Boon for Water Supply. Utilities will not impose
restrictions. Yes, the snows were good for Colorado Springs Utilities which gets its water from mountain reservoirs

and water rights to the Arkansas River. But our provider, Donala Water, gets its water from the Denver Basin

Aquifer, which it describes in its website (www.donalawater.org) as a vast, but dwindling
and nonrenewable resource. During the C@ summer over half of the water Donala provides
goes to landscape irrigation. Responding to g\:i-ﬁ this supply and demand dilemma, Donala
recently imposed a rationing system for Vg ) watering grass. Effective 4 June SMOTA will be

limited to watering on Tuesday, Thursday, @‘\ and Saturday between 6 PM and 9 AM. Donala
is looking for another water source but that will be years in the making, at best. The
foreseeable outlook is for further restrictions and increasing cost. This reality and Donala’s request that SMTOA
reduce its water consumption has prompted the Board to explore ways to reduce the amount of grass that is
currently under irrigation. Phil Book has agreed to chair a Water Conservation Committee that will research this
matter and report back to the Board with its recommendations.
